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Operating Revenue Sources
The School relies on donations and non-tuition revenues 

to fund 15 percent of its operating budget, allowing 

OES to maintain the highest standards of academic and 

extracurricular excellence. Funds raised in support of 

the OES Fund, auction, and other restricted purposes 

and annual income from the endowment provide critical 

funding for educational programming. In total, the sum of 

annual donations, endowment revenue, and net revenue 

contributions from auxiliary programs make a significant 

difference in helping contain tuition growth.

Operating Expenses
Spending focuses on areas that most directly impact 

students with faculty compensation as the largest and most 

important use of funds. Other student-focused spending 

includes instructional programs and materials, financial aid, 

physical plant, and food services. Operating reserves are 

maintained to provide financial stability and funding for 

future expenses. Reserves currently stand slightly below our 

target of 15% of annual operating expenses.

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Gifts Sustain Educational Program
Donations to the School provide essential support for the excellent educational 

program. With tuition covering about 85 percent of the cost of educating 

students, OES relies on the OES Fund, the auction, and endowment income as well 

as revenue from auxiliary services such as facilities rental, summer camps, and 

after school programs. The continued generosity of donors helps accomplish our 

mission of preparing students to realize their power for good as citizens of local 

and world communities.

Endowment assets are critical to OES as income from the endowment funds 

department chairs, scholarships, and curricular initiatives that are at the heart 

of OES’s excellence. Over the 10-year period the endowment has grown at an 

average annual rate of 5.4% after withdrawals to support operations. The 

endowment has rebounded nicely from the sharp declines in 2008, up 18% over 

the last 12 months.

Superb Stewardship Allows Endowment Growth 
to Exceed Indexes
Despite the market value declines in 2008, the endowment has experienced 

superior returns over the long term, outperforming market indexes and 

consistently placing in the top quartile of like endowments. As the graph shows, a 

$100 investment in the OES endowment in 2000 would have grown to $192 today.

Growth of the endowment support has helped the School continue to fund core 

programs without compromise. OES opened the 2010-11 school year with full 

enrollment of 849 students. In addition, efforts to contain costs continue, but not 

at the expense of the student experience. Gifts to the endowment provide stable 

funding for the future.

Endowment Growth Essential 
to Maintaining Excellence
Hallmarks of an OES education are individualized instruction and the strong 

relationships between students and faculty. Compensation, which is a major 

factor in attracting and retaining excellent teachers, constitutes 64 percent of 

the budget. Other top spending categories such as instructional programs and 

materials, financial aid, and physical plant also directly impact students. Future 

support of the endowment from alumnae/i, parents, and friends will be necessary 

to ensure the long term financial health of the school.
