Every day in the Lower School is an opportunity for learning

that sticks. wWhat do we know? That real learning—the kind that connects with your
mind and opens your heart to new possibilities—is triggered by curiosity. That's why

our students don't just study topics, they experience them. Our teachers are their guides,
inviting students to interact directly, and in a meaningful way, with the world around them.
Third graders investigate hidden stories in Portland'’s past and in themselves. Fourth graders
explore voice and perspective to reveal their connection to the larger global community. Fifth
graders study American history through the lens of their own family experiences.

Always open to a beautiful question. A question that can shift thinking
and create change is at the very heart of our curriculum. Through asking and answering
“beautiful questions,” OES students engage deeply with the subject matter and take an
active, empowered role in their own education.

With every inquiry, our students open up greater capacities for applied understanding. In
small classes, the average being just 16, they dig into subjects that are relevant, personal,
and complex, from sustainable design to the impact of narratives on our perception of
history to how movement deepens our connection to wellness.

So ask questions. Then ask more. Because, in our book, the most powerful learning is
always open ended. A%



Learning is a journey for our teachers, as well. In a traditional classroom,
teachers are tasked with delivery—"showing” and “telling” information. At
OES, they act as co-learners. They facilitate the conversation in a way that
fully engages students, while teachers deepen their own understanding.

By enabling students to explore subject matter from multiple angles,
OES teachers are continually looking at the topic with fresh eyes.
