ESSENTIAL DUTIES:

e Drive daily morning and afternoon bus routes and field trips and athletic events as
assigned.

e Operate vehicles in accordance with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws
and regulations, and in compliance with School policies.

e Operate vehicles in a safe manner, employing at all times the principles of
defensive driving.

e Complete thorough prescribed vehicle inspections prior to each trip.

e Report all vehicle problems and deficiencies to mechanic or director of facilities
promptly.

e Maintain current Commercial Driver License and School Bus Driver Certificate
status at all times.

e Attend all scheduled driver safety meetings. Participate in driver training sessions
as assigned.

e Maintain order and discipline among riders on the bus at all times. Refer discipline
problems and concerns to the director of facilities promptly.

e Be aware of, and adhere to, all School policies regarding rider pick-up and drop-off.

¢ Maintain the interior of the bus in clean condition. After every trip, check for
cleanliness and items left on the bus.
